Improperly discarded paint may stain roadwayvs, harm wildlife, contaminate
streams and pollute drinking water supplies. For this reason, liquid paint
should never be poured into storm drains or placed curbside with vour
household trash.

The best way to deal with unwanted paint is to give it to someone who can

use 1t. If that's not possible. paint should be solidified for disposal.

For paint cans with a small amount of liquid, remove the lid and allow the
paint to dry for a few days in a safe weather protected location. When dry,
double-bag the can in clear plastic and place it curbside for collection with

vour regular garbage.

For cans with too much paint to air drv, mix in sawdust or cat litter to
solidity the paint. Double-bag the can in clear plastic and place it curbside

for collection with vour regular garbage.
